HISTORY 
In 1912, Mr. Thomas Buchanan Frost, a graduate of Southern Christian Institute, who was to serve as Superintendent, came to start a school in Hawkins, Texas. In 1914, Mr. James Nelson Ervin came from Johnson City, Tennessee, to be the first president. In 1916, junior college courses were added. The school was incorporated in 1928, and its name was changed to Jarvis Christian College in 1937. Two years later, in 1939, the first bachelor’s degrees were awarded.
