AUTHOR TERRY MULLIGAN TO OFFER READING AND BOOK SIGNING 
Events commemorate the first offering in the Josephine Silone Yates Literary Author Series 

Jefferson City, MO- National best-selling author Terry Mulligan will visit the Lincoln University campus on March 12 and 13 as part of the Josephine Yates Literary Author Series and Women’s History Month. Mulligan is the author of such pieces as “Sugar Hill: Where the Sun Rose Over Harlem”. She will read excerpts from “Afterlife in Harlem”, her second novel, on Thursday, March 12, from 4 to 5 p.m. in Room 100 of Inman E. Page Library.  A book signing and reception will follow the reading.  Mulligan will also be on hand in the Lincoln University Bookstore on Friday, March 13, from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m.  Copies of her works will be available for purchase.  

“Afterlife in Harlem” is a fictional chronicling of the lives of United States Founding Father Alexander Hamilton and former President Bill Clinton. Both men were raised by single mothers; both rose to political prominence, which they used to further race relations; and both men’s careers were marked with damaging sexual scandal.  
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Mulligan, a native New Yorker, graduated from the “progressive powerhouse” New Lincoln School in Harlem.  She holds a bachelor’s degree in English from Wagner College (Staten Island, New York) and a Master of Arts in English from City College of New York.  She currently resides in St. Louis. She is a member of the Harlem Arts Alliance, the Independent Book Publishers Association and is a former secretary of the St. Louis Publishers Association.  Now a full-time writer, Mulligan also taught at St. Louis Community College.  
Mulligan’s visit is the first in the newly established Josephine Silone Yates Literary Author Series. Yates, a chemist and writer, was the first African American woman to receive tenure in the United States. Yates, who was hired by University President Inman E. Page to teach chemistry and English, would later become the first department head of the English Department at Lincoln University. One of Lincoln University’s honors residence halls is named for Josephine Silone Yates.  March is also Women’s History Month, a fitting time to launch a series to recognize the legacy of a true renaissance woman.   
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
